Following the spirit of Aristophanes, this contemporary comedy has Prometheus and Sisyphus meet and commiserate on their respective
predicaments. Prometheus has learned that he is accused of stealing the fire from the gods and giving it to humans. For his part,
Sisyphus is accused of impiety, telling the Olympians of Zeus’ abduction of the young Aigina, daughter of Aisopos.

Zeus meets with his executive committee to decide what to do with the two scoundrels. Initially, each member of the committee asks
Zeus for a favor, and he promises to deliver. Subsequently, the committee finds the accused “not quilty.” Zeus, however, threatens to
renege on his promise, thus reversing the verdict to “quilty.”

Prometheus and Sisyphus meet again, this time discussing the injustice of their conviction. In the course of their conversation, they
discover that the common element of their fate is the rock—one must be chained on it, and the other must push it up a steep hill only
to have it fall again. The chorus of humans praises them as benefactors of the human race, the gods’ punishment notwithstanding.
